Luton Culture Entry Policy
· Only food and alcohol for personal consumption can be brought into the site. Please do not attempt to bring in an excessive amount of alcohol as you may be asked to dispose of it prior to entry. An amount considered appropriate by this venue is 2 cans of beer/lager per person, or a bottle of wine between 2.  Please don't bring any glass bottles. They are dangerous and will be confiscated. 

· You may be searched at the entrance for any items that may be used in an illegal or offensive manner - which will be confiscated. Persons suspected of carrying out illegal and/or offensive activities onsite may also be searched and face eviction. No portable laser equipment or pens are permitted. 

· the weather can be variable so please bring warm and waterproof clothing, umbrellas are not permitted, they can constitute a weapon.

· Picnics are permitted onto the site, however please sit at the sides and towards the back if you wish to consume food, these are standing concerts and anyone sitting down could get injured.

· Children are permitted into the event from six years old, tickets must be purchased for everyone attending. Please note that the noise from some of the concerts could affect young children’s ears. Our advice is for children accompanied by adults to stand towards the side and the back.

· Disabled provision is available on site with toilets and level access to the concert area, if you require help please make yourself known when you attend the venue.

· No animals (except registered guide dogs)
