Luton Culture Search Policy

· Every person entering a venue managed by the Luton Cultural Services Trust shall be subject to a search as a condition of entry where so designated by the Venue Manager on duty at the time.

· Searching of patrons will be carried out in a polite and professional manner by trained staff. 

· Should a patron decline to be searched as a condition of entry, admission will be refused.

· If a patron is found in possession of articles prohibited by LCST, the items may be left in a secured location and returned at the end of the event.

· Any patrons found in possession of an offensive weapon or non-prescription drugs shall be refused admission and the details passed to Police at the earliest opportunity. This should be recorded in the venue refusal log.

· In the interests of the health, safety and welfare of staff, artists and patrons, the Venue may determine a search level for the purpose of locating prohibited items from the following: -

· ‘full’ – a full pat down search of every individual

· ‘random’ – a randomly selected of 1 in every 10 to be searched

· ‘bag only’ – the searching of bags carried by patrons. 

· ‘prohibited items ‘ shall include any item that may be used to cause offence or nuisance to other patrons, illegal drugs, excessive amounts of alcohol (in some cases at some venues, any alcohol), literature for other venues.
